	This is a preventative service intended for Muslim elders who live in the Abbeydale / Sharrow area of Sheffield and who are not in receipt of services under the Fair Access to Care criteria at a critical or substantial level.

· The Provider shall organise prevention programmes in partnership with health and social care professionals and voluntary organisations.  

· The programmes shall be delivered at appropriate venues & shall be advertise and actively promote the programme within the Muslim communities. Referral to the programme shall be open.  Additionally, referrals shall be accepted from health and social care.

· The Provider shall supply participants with information in appropriate languages and formats.  The information shall include:

· What to expect from the programme

· Programme details including times, dates, venues

· Access arrangements 

· Support offered by the Provider
· Provider contact details
· The Provider shall organise 24 sessions over a period of 12 months on topics of interest and they will include some sessions that are gender specific.

· The Provider shall support participants throughout the delivery of the programme.

· The Provider shall have contingency plans that can be deployed if a session needs to be cancelled for any reason.

· The Provider shall ensure that support for those on the programme is responsive to the needs of the individual and shall recognise, respect and celebrate the cultural, ethnic and religious beliefs of participants.
· Taking into account the diversity of languages, also the needs of service users with a hearing or visual impairment, ensure that staff have the ability and skills to communicate effectively with participants and ensure participants have a full understanding of the programme content.
